This report, prepared pursuant to section 20(5) of the Social Services Law (SSL), concerns:

The Office of Children and Family Services (OCFES) is mandated by section 20 of the SSL to investigate or cause for the
investigation of the cause and circumstances surrounding the death, review such investigation, and prepare and issue a
fatality report in regard to the categories of deaths noted above involving a child, except where a local or regional fatality
review team issues a report, as authorized by law.

Such report must include: the cause of death; the identification of child protective or other services provided or actions
taken regard to such child and child’s family; any extraordinary or pertinent information concerning the circumstances of
the child’s death; whether the child or the child’s family received assistance, care or services from the social services
district prior to the child’s death; any action or further investigation undertaken by OCFS or the social services district
since the child’s death; and as appropriate, recommendations for local or state administrative or policy changes.

This report contains no information that would identify the deceased child, his or her siblings, the parent, parents, or other
persons legally responsible for the child, and any members of the deceased child’s household.

By statute, this report will be forwarded to the social services district, chief county executive officer, chairperson of the
local legislative body of the county where the child died and the social services district that had legal custody of the child,
if different. Notice of the issuance of this report will be sent to the Speaker of the Assembly and the Temporary President
of the Senate of the State of New York.

This report may only be disclosed to the public by OCFS pursuant to section 20(5) of the SSL. It may be released by
OCEFS only after OCFS has determined that such disclosure is not contrary to the best interests of the deceased
child’s siblings or other children in the household.

OCFS’ review included an examination of actions taken by individual caseworkers and supervisors within the social
services district and agencies under contract with the social services district. The observations and recommendations
contained in this report reflect OCFS’ assessment and the performance of these agencies.

| Presenting Information

According to the information obtained via the OCFS 7065, the three-year-old SC died as a result of ongoing medical
issues. It was reported the SC had been hospitalized since 1/19/21 and succumbed to his illness on 4/23/21.

| Executive Summary

The 3-year-old male child died on 4/23/21. An autopsy was completed; however, NYCRO had not yet received the
autopsy report. A copy of the death certificate was obtained by the foster care agency.

A review of the case documentation reflected that the child was placed in the Special Medical Program with the foster
care agency on 10/06/17. NYCRO learned that the child was placed in the care of his adult sister at the time of his death.

The child was admitted to the hospital multiple times because of a medical condition. On 10/23/20, the SC was
hospitalized and subsequently discharged on 10/25/20. On 1/19/21, the child was readmitted to the hospital due to an
infection in his feeding tube which led to further complications. According to the foster care agency, a series of medical
procedures and treatments were conducted. The child remained hospitalized until 4/23/21, when he died.

Throughout the exploration of information, the foster care agency made contact with the hospital and out of state provider.
The foster care agency learned that there was no suspicion of abuse or neglect of the child.

The foster care agency submitted the OCFS-7065 Agency Reporting Form for Serious Injuries, Accidents or Deaths of
Children in Foster Care and Deaths of Children in Open Child Protective or Preventive Services Cases in a timely manner.
The information regarding the child’s death was reported to OCFS under Chapter 485 of the Laws of 2006.

The SC was diagnosed with a medical health condition at birth and subsequently died on 4/23/21. A call to the SCR was
not warranted because the child died in the Hospital.

On 4/23/2021, the foster parent contacted the foster care agency and reported that the child died. The foster care agency
subsequently informed ACS and provided details regarding the child's hospitalizations and death.

The provider agency made contact with the hospital and out of state agency monitoring the child. Neither the hospital nor
the agency had any concerns regarding the death of the child. There were no other children in the foster home. ACS
offered support to the agency and the agency provided emotional and financial support to the family during the
bereavement period.

There were a number of reports with repeated allegations of
Parent Drug/Alcohol Misuse and Inadequate Guardianship (Of the 16 reports, 15 were substantiated and 1 was
unsubstantiated). There were ongoing themes of substance misuse, concerns of mental illness, and homelessness. The
BM's other children were removed from her care and her parental rights were terminated due to her non-compliance with
court recommended services and failure to plan for her children to return to her care.

The birth father was a non-
respondent and surrendered his rights to the SC.

| Foster Care Placement History |

Action:

On 8/22/17, the SC became known to the child welfare system. The SC was born medically fragile with a positive
toxicology to cocaine and remained hospitalized after his birth. On 9/12/17, an Article 10 abuse/neglect petition was filed
and the SC was placed in care. On 10/06/17, the foster care agency placed the SC in a Special Medical Program. The SC
was subsequently discharged to his adult sister on 10/16/17.

In June 2019, the foster parent advised the foster care agency that she wished to move out of state. On 7/01/19, the family
relocated and the foster care agency initiated the Interstate Compact on the Placement of Children (ICPC). The ICPC
application was approved in July 2020 and in August 2020, the SC's medical care was transferred to an out of state
hospital.
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Case documentation reflected the foster care agency maintained contact with the SC, family and the out of state agency.
The out of state agency monitored the SC by conducting monthly homes visits to the foster home. The home was deemed
safe and in compliance with regulatory standards.
